Thematic Guidelines 
E+F1: Experiences and practices in Teaching pf Urban and Environmental Planning (under-graduate and graduate level, as well as training of government officials and technicians): 
• Types of knowledge and abilities to develop among planners and operators; especially, the abilities for contributing to formulate and implement – in the field and related to local and regional actors / stakeholders – policies and strategies of urban-environmental development 

• Basic contents of various levels 

• Epistemological assumptions and foundations; theoretical and conceptual, didactic and pedagogical principles upon which teaching is based, 

• Educational / teaching proposals and strategies; teaching models for the various disciplinary and inter-disciplinary contents involved in the programs, 

• Methodological and technical instruments; views and conceptions regarding the incorporation of ICTs into teaching programs, 

• Tasks, activities and resources involved in predominant students’ practices and professors’ activities. 

Considered as a base for organizing the debates at the Forum, it is expected that posters also outline (i) design and implementation problems of the education / training program, (ii) results attained in terms of the students’ integration and applicability of knowledge, (iii) learning generated through the education / training program along time and (v) transformations of thematic contents and teaching strategies inasmuch as contextual conditions and pedagogical methods also change. 

E+F2: Experiences and Practices of urban and environmental Planning (in public agencies at whatever jurisdictional levels, civil and Third Sector organizations and academic units). 
• Intervention objectives, purposes, goals,

• Conceptual frameworks, basic concepts and strategic orientations that guide the intervention, 

• Synthetic presentation of Diagnosis and its conclusions. Main proposals. Expected results, 

• Planning methods: strategic, traditional, participatory (methods and criteria upon which citizens/ participation was structured), 

• Organizational modalities of members of the Planning teams, 

• Identification of (and relationship models among) main institutional and social actors involved:  local public officers, private and consulting firms, third sector and community organizations and civil society teams, 

• Funding: which sources provide resources for preparing and implementing the plan? 

• Current status of case. Analysis of the impacts of changes in contextual conditions or in alliances and conflicts among actors upon the feasibility of the plan.  Strategic modifications. 

Considered as a base for organizing the debates at the Forum, it is expected that posters also propose  questions related to (i) the differential effectiveness of various conceptions and modes of designing and formulating urban-environmental plans, (ii) different organizational and articulation models among social actors,(iii) identification and resolution of conflicts and problems, barriers and obstacles, difficulties and mistakes and (iv) assessments and learnings related to urban and environmental planning at various scales.
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
